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This quick reference guide is
provided to help the viewer
access information contained
on the tape, without having to
search for a specific topic. The
producer hopes that you will
find the tape an excellent
source of information about
saw filing. Sharpening saws is
a skill that requires, like any
other skill, PRACTICE. When
you begin to file, you should
pick a rip saw with 5 points per
inch. After you are confident,
you can move to finer saws. A
cross-cut saw is slightly more
complicated to file. Again
begin with a saw with 5 to 7

PPI. A sharp saw is a pleasure .

to use.
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Tom's Tips
Saw Filing

The first thing you need is good
lighting, the best is natural sunlight on a
bright but cloudy day. Diffused light
won't reflect a lot of glare on the new
metal. If you use a gooseneck lamp,
adjust it so that it is below your eye
level.

The Vice

Most any vice will suffice, so long as it
holds the saw blade firmly. The
chattering of a loose vice will increase
effort and wear out the file quickly.
Wood strips with the upper edges

* beveled and held in a bench vice will

work fine for occasional use. If you do
a lot of filing, you may want to acquire
a metal saw vice. Be sure to adjust the
height so your eyes can focus
comfortably
